Procedures for Creating ACCC Position Papers

Position papers that are intended for publication by the American College of Chiropractic Consultants

(ACCC), must conform to the following specifications and procedures. All position papers must include:

1) the topic/question, along with a concise conclusion, a list of contributors, and, where relevant, complete
references; and

2) a summary statement (abstract), not to exceed one page. The summary statement will be posted on the
ACCC web site.

Procedures for Approving ACCC Position Papers

e Position papers typically originate as a question or concern from the ACCC membership or
board.

e An ACCC committee designated by the ACCC board is then directed to produce an
appropriate evidence-based position statement on the topic of concern.

e Once the position statement is completed by the position paper committee, it is then
presented to the ACCC board for review and approval.

e If approved, the statement is released to the general membership for additional commentary
via the ACCC website, direct mail and/or newsletter,

e orthe ACCC board may redirect the position statement back to the position paper committee
for revision or reconsideration if deemed necessary by the board.

e The general membership may request revision or reconsideration of a published position
statement at any time. The member’s request will be considered by the ACCC board of
directors. If revision or reconsideration is considered appropriate by the ACCC board, the
statement will be sent to the position paper committee for evaluation and possible revision or
deletion.

e ACCC members with ABCC diplomate standing may request bibliographic support for position
statements.
